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“For each and every organisation it is important to have a bistorical
record because those who follow need to have an understanding of from
whence they came.

Those who do not have knowledge or observe history may well make the
mistakes of the past.

It is important to maintain a bistory because from that people will learn
and it is part of the culture of the community.

The younger you are the less likely you are to be interested in history but
as you get older your appreciation for your origins and bistory increases.

Do you have any fond memories of your parents and grandparents? Do
you have an understanding or appreciation of what they did and in cases
the sacrifices they made so that we might be better?

Each generation is expected to have a better life than
the ones before. So in that context understanding what
our grand parents did for their children and what onr
parents did for us to help us benefit from their
experience I think that is what history is all about.

When you have an understanding of that then
you can have an appreciation of that and say
these are the things they did to mafke it better for
us kids or for their kids and what is it that we
can do to make it better for our kids.’

The lessons are learnt along the way and

hopefully we progress and improve.”

Introduction

The History of the History Book

In December 1999, Michael Stepien, then Vice President of Southern Basketball Association,
visited me at my home in the Dandenongs. We sat in the garden and had a yarn about the
‘good old days’ of Sandringham basketball, as we often did, and realised it was 25 years ago
when the club started.

I said to Michael ‘it would a good idea to celebrate the 25" Anniversary of the club in a
book.” Michael thought it was a great idea and in his typical way of doing things, got out his
mobile phone and immediately called an executive member of the Association and told him

in an ‘assertive way’ about the book idea.

Well, very quickly the idea took hold — and in a short time I presented a proposal to a sub
committee in early 2000 at the King Club to oversee the project of the 25" Anniversary
Book’. Soon after, this proposal was officially accepted by the executive committee.

I was commissioned to go ahead with the project. My paid responsibilities were to oversee
the project, edit the book and provide a marketing plan to sell the book to recoup the
expenses of publishing it. The Association would pay for the design, artwork, layout,
scanning and printing of 1000 books.

During 2001, a draft copy of the edited book (text only) was provided to the committee and
it was ready to go to the printer for the final stages of publishing it. These stages included
scanning, design, layout, artwork and printing of the book.

Unfortunately the executive committee at that time was unable to fund the project and the
book was not published.

In December of 2007 I was cleaning out my cupboards (a rare occurrence) and discovered all
the research material I had collated, stored away in bags. In a moment of (weakness?) I
thought it would be a shame if this history of the club were to be buried away and forgotten.

So at the start of 2008 I decided to create a copy of the remaining material in an electronic
format and donate the end result to the current Executive Committee to do whatever they
deemed appropriate.

Having the appropriate computer hardware and software available (as well as the assistance
of Sue James in design, image editing and layout) I revisited the original copy and research
material in order to produce this electronic version.



My other motivation to complete this endeavour occurred more recently. Michael ‘Spick’
Stepien passed away in July 2008, and I thought it would be a fitting tribute to Michael (a
Life Member) for his thirty years’ involvement and dedication to the club.

The title of this copy has been changed to ‘Sandringham Sabres - The First Twenty-Five
Years: 1974-1999” as the original title of ‘Sandringham Sabres - 25" Anniversary’ is no longer

relevant.

About this Copy

After an 8 year gap, I have used my existing research to complete this copy. Photos vary in
quality and the dates they were taken are generally accurate. Some photos did not have dates
and I have placed them in the decade where I believed they belong. Although they may not
be under the exact year they were taken.

When this project began in 2000 we advertised extensively to all current and ex members to
provide any information they could of the twenty-five year period. We had a modest
response which resulted in some years not being as well represented as others.

The sources of information were extracted and edited from interviews, club newsletters,
reports, photos, pennants, local newspapers, articles, game result sheets, diary, flyers, and

badges.

The original version of the book was tightly edited because of the cost of producing a hard
copy.

However, in this electronic format I decided to include more information such as extra
interviews, game results and more of my own personal records because I am not restricted in
terms of space requirements. The end result is that this copy will also hopefully act as a
historical document for the Southern Basketball Association.

Significant Events

The significant events are my interpretation based on the research available. These are first
time events. Individual achievements are not listed here. They can be found in the relevant
year in which they occurred.

Beginnings
The information in this section resulted from the many discussions I had with Basil Cervi,

from my own memories and from other research material.

Reflections
The reflections were a series of interviews, which I conducted in 2000 with various members
and ex members of the Southern Basketball Association.



I wanted these reflections to be included because the ‘Sandringham Basketball Story’ is really
about the ‘experiences and relationships’ of people, not just the results of games.

Snippets
All the information in Snippets is from verifiable sources. For clarity of reading I have added,

where necessary, sub headings for various snippet items.

Game Results

Many extra game results were included, both significant and not so significant, over the 25-
year period. Hopefully this will help jog the memories of those who played in these games,
about their fellow teammates and their shared experiences.

Memorial Hall
The Memorial Hall was the ‘heart and soul’” of our Basketball Club for over four years in the

1970s and deserves a section of its own.

Representative Team Names

The 1970s representative teams are listed as the “Zebras.” The representative teams from
1980-1999 are listed as the ‘Sabres.’

Significant Teams

Two teams that made a significant impact for our Association were the U/14B boys’
representative team in 1976 and our VBA Men’s First Division team in 1989. Each team has
its own section. There were other significant teams in the Association’s history but
unfortunately I had little or no information about them.

Looking Forward

This section is about looking forward from 2000 onwards.

No doubt, with a project of this size errors may have occurred, but hopefully there were not
too many. However please don’t send me any information or corrections because, after this
electronic copy is completed, I intend to get back to my original project which is a basketball
screenplay, but that is another story!

Beginnings

In 1968 the first basketball teams from Sandringham to play in an organized competition
came from the Sacred Heart U/18 football club.

The football team was losing games by more than ten goals and it was decided that the
players needed to improve their fitness. So the football club entered two basketball teams to
play in the YCW summer competition, held at Montague Hall in South Melbourne.

Father Ernie Smith, who had played football and basketball (at St Brigid’s in North
Fitzroy), joined Sacred Heart Parish in 1969 and wanted coaches and players for the
basketball teams.

Molly Cervi who was a member of the parish asked her husband, Basil, to help out. So at the
ripe old age of 35, Basil restarted his basketball career and helped Father Ernie Smith train
the teams at the Sandringham Youth Club, located behind the Sandringham Football Club in
Jetty Road.

Basil recalls the court had only one ring and also remembers Father Ernie Smith scoring
more than 30 points to help the side win its first game in twenty attempts.

In 1971 the YCW basketball teams transferred to the Brighton YMCA competition. In 1972
Father Ernie Smith left the parish and Basil took over the teams. They won two premierships
and were runners up twice against Gardenvale YCW (who had Chris, Paul and Patrick
Meehan).

In 1973 Basil Cervi, Chris Bennett and Brian Files, co-founders
of the Southern Basketball Association, met for the first time at
the Albert Park basketball stadium. Basil and Brian were then
involved with the Southern Districts Spartans. Chris had recently
joined the Spartans when his club, Northroys, merged with
Southern Districts.

Basil Cervi was 19 years old when he joined Northroys in 1953.
They trained at the St. Brigid’s church hall located at the corner of
Nicholson Street and Alexander Parade, North Fitzroy. He started
playing in the B grade competition at CYMS.

In those days Basil worked as a ‘captain of the food’ in the main
Chandelier room of the Menzies Hotel (now the BHP building),
located on the corner of William and Bourke Street, Melbourne.
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In 1954 Basil played in his first grand final —

Beginnings

or half a grand final, as Basil recalls. The game

was on at 8.00pm and he had to work at the Menzies Hotel and cater to a party of 25 people.
He served the main coutrse, then told the other waiters to serve the sweets and he would be

back for the coffee.

Basil served the first and main course, then at 8.00pm dashed out of the Menzies still wearing
his uniform (black tie, vest, gold stripes). He jumped into his car, hurried to St Brigid’s, got
there at half time and changed in three minutes flat. He played as a point guard in the Grand

Final and his team lost by 6 points.

Five years later, in 1959, Basil played in his first premiership when two of the Northroy
teams combined and won the first CYMS A grade competition.

Northroys folded in 1959 and Basil did not play again for several years.

Basil joined Southern Districts in 1971 and coached the U/12 team with Brian Files. He left
in 1975 when his son, Paul, transferred to the Sandringham Basketball Club.

Chris Bennett started playing basketball in
1969 at the age of 17. A friend asked him to
play in a senior outdoor competition at St.
John’s Roman Catholic Primary School in
Alexander Parade, North Fitzroy. After the
game he was asked to join the newly re-formed
Northroys.

In 1970 he coached his first basketball team,
Orange. It was an U/12 boy’s team. They won
a lightning premiership competition held at the
Reed Street Hall in North Fitzroy.

He then coached one of the first re-formed
Northroy junior representative teams, U/12,
which played in the B grade competition at
Coburg Basketball Stadium. The team started
playing a few weeks into the season and ended
up semi finalists. Next season, the team played
U/12A grade and ended up grand finalist.

Most of that team, which Chris coached, went on to play in the U/14A Victotian Junior
Championships competition at Albert Park stadium.
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Chris played with the senior team and trained at St Brigid’s in North Fitzroy. He also played
in: a competition at Reed Street Hall in North Fitzroy; Fawkner C grade competition for two
seasons; A grade CYMS at Albert Park stadium; and third division Victorian Championships.
He also won a best and fairest award and was captain of the senior team.

Besides coaching and playing, Chris also helped with junior clinics and was the editor of The
Epitaph, the club newsletter.

Brian Files got involved in basketball in the early seventies. He played in a local senior
basketball side at Brighton Y with Basil Cervi until the 1974 summer competition.

Brian helped out in the first few weeks at the Memorial Hall until he moved to Keilor
because of work commitments.

In July 1974 Basil held a meeting at his place to discuss the possibility of
forming the Sandringham Basketball Club. In attendance were Chris
Bennett, Brian Files, Pat Carey, Bob Hehir, Joe Cervi; all ex or current
Southern Districts members at that time.

At the end of the meeting it was decided that Basil Cervi, Chris Bennett

and Brian Files would go ahead to form the Sandringham Basketball
Club.

In August 1974 a second meeting was held at Basil’s home with Chris
and Brian attending. $150 was put in to start the new club. The money
was held in an account for six months.

It was also decided to run junior clinics in the area and Basil organised
the publicity. An article was published in the local paper, The Advertiser,
to promote a junior clinic for U/16 juniors. Two more articles were
published soon after.

As a result of the publicity, four junior basketball clinics were run
between August and September. They were held at the Sandringham
Youth Club (also known as the roller skating club at the time) on three
Saturday mornings and one Sunday morning between 10.00am and 12

noon.

The Sandringham Youth Club was chosen because Basil used to train there on Thursday
nights with a men’s team and felt it would be a good venue to run the clinics. There was only
one ring up at the time, but Basil arranged to get another ring put up for the princely sum of
a dozen bottles of beer.

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The junior clinics averaged twenty to thirty juniors, which included all the Cervi clan (Joe,
Paul, Alfred, Robert, David, Linda, Sandra) and the Carey clan (Peter, Matthew, Shaun and
Craig).

The clinics were run by Brian
Files, Basil Cervi, Graham Rapke

and Chris Bennett.

Sandy Tech 1, Sandy Tech 2, and Hampton.

The U/18 boys’ teams wete due to play on a Saturday morning at 10.00am. Basil arrived at
the Youth Club at 9.30am to find new locks on the door and to discover the hall was no

longer available.

Basil quickly organised the teams to play on the outside asphalt court at Highett High
School.

It was a hot and windy day and Paul Cervi stayed at the Youth Club to tell the other teams
what had happened and where to go. He then followed the last team on his bicycle to
Highett High School; two or three weeks later the U/18 competition was transferred to the
Memorial Hall in Waltham Street Sandringham. The teams played on Saturday mornings for
one or two games and then moved to Monday night.

While all this was happening, the search for a permanent hall began. Basil was talking to his

neighbours about the problems he was having in finding a suitable hall for basketball. They
suggested he see Sandringham councillor Paul White.

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Paul White suggested five possible locations and Basil went ahead to check them out. The
first one was the Sandringham Beach Community Centre located in Sims Street. The Centre
was not practical because of the parking facilities and because it was too close to Beach
Road, which may have made it dangerous for children.

The next place to check out was the Beaumaris Community Centre but it was like a
glasshouse, with windows all round the building; impractical for playing basketball.

Then the Girl Guides Hall located in Hampton Street was looked at but the ceiling was too
low. The Hampton Community centre was checked but it too was unsuitable.

Finally, Basil went to the Memorial
Hall in Waltham Street Sandringham
to see if it would be suitable for
basketball. It was in a bad state, but
he saw the potential because the
surrounding area was ideal and the
height was right for playing
basketball.

He saw a karate class in action and his first impression was that it was too small for playing
basketball. The hall was less than half the size of a normal basketball court. However Basil
convinced Chris it was worth a go.

Basil then went back to Councillor Paul White and said he wanted the Memorial Hall. Paul
arranged the hall to be used for basketball and asked Basil how much he would need to fix it.

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Basil said one thousand dollars. One week later a grant of one thousand dollars was made
available.

The money was spent on lights, roof repairs, basketball rings, backboards, floor sealer with
applicator, hire for a sander, and guards for the windows, lights and gas heater. The total cost
was $863.25. The remainder had to go back to the council. Basil recalls that, had he known
that, he would have spent all the money for the basketball club.

Once the money was received, work began on getting the hall ready for basketball. Basil got
Luigi Baldessin to fit six fluorescent lights and an electrician wired the lights.

Basil made the guards for the windows and a plumber fixed the leaking roof. Luigi and Basil
dismantled the catwalk and used the boards to fix up the stage. Michael Beatrice and Basil
made the electronic components for the scoreboard.

Basil organised working bees (of about 16 people) to help punch the nails into the floor and
sand and varnish the floor twice with Estapol. The floor area was marked out by Peter Carey

and both keys and side lanes were painted blue.

On 21" of September 1974, the first basketball games were played at the Memorial Hall.

The Memorial Hall

The Memorial Hall in Waltham Street, Sandringham, was the home base for the
Sandringham Basketball Club between 1974 and 1979. Competitions commenced on 21%
September 1974. In early 1979 the hall was demolished after the club moved to the one-court

Family Leisure Centre in Tulip Street, Sandringham. A supermarket now stands on the site

where the Memorial Hall used to be located.

The Memorial Hall had an interesting history behind it. In 1919, just after the First World
War, the Returned Service Leagues and others decided to build a public hall to

commemorate Australian servicemen.

A large block of land opposite the Post Office was purchased for 800 pounds. In 1925 a
tender for the building of the hall was estimated at 4,600 pounds.

It was built in 1925 and officially opened on
the 14™ of November by the Governor
General, Lord Stonehaven. 1300 school
children in the district formed an avenue of
honour for the Governor General.

Many clubs and associations had their annual
balls at the Memorial Hall. During the
depression era, community singing on
Monday nights was a regular feature. An
Epidiascope or ‘Magic Lantern’ was used to
project the words of the songs onto a screen
and a piano was used on the stage.
Admittance was 3 pennies for adults and

children were allowed in for free.

The first six photographs below were taken
in 1976 inside the Memorial Hall. The players
wete part of the then U/14 representative
team that Chris Bennett coached. The photos
were originally slides and were used as
teaching aids to demonstrate various
basketball fundamentals.

I joined in 1977. I used to work in the Post Office across the road from the Memorial Hall
and I would see blokes go inside.

The Memorial Hall suited most teams because you only needed to have four players. You
only needed three players to start a game. With this rule a lot of teams blossomed because all
you needed for a full squad was five players. A lot of teams only had this quota.

Other people used the Memorial Hall besides us. It was used for dancing. Senior men’s
competitions ran on Sunday and Monday nights. And a women’s competition on Wednesday
night.

I remember the Carey family. Mrs. Carey, Peter, Shaun, Matthew and Craig who were nice
people. Mrs. Carey talked me into becoming a referee and Paul Larkins talked me out of
becoming a referee.

I went to the 1977 Annual General Meeting and bumped into one of my neighbours, Terry
Walsh. At the meeting they called for people to go on the committee and I committed myself
for a few years there until we went to the new stadium in 1979.

I became grade secretary of the B grade men’s competition. I coached one of the women’s
teams, which included Pauline Harmshaw. And I gleaned information from Chris Bennett
because I didn’t have a clue on what I was doing. I got practice drills from Chris. That was
really the essence of the game, standard practice. The gitls took to the training more than the
boys.

I remember one night at the committee, Val’s daughter, Terry Walsh, Basil Cervi and myself
were there, waiting for Chris Bennett to turn up and explain the dribbling aids he had got.
He didn’t turn up. And lo and behold, the meeting was over in twenty minutes. They
normally went from 7.30-10.00pm.

During committee meetings, the domestic stuff was usually over in a blink of an eye and then
it was representative stuff. The whole club was based on putting its name on the map,
becoming an entity, Sandringham being up there. I felt the roots of the club was domestic,
too much emphasis on rep. Domestic didn’t get enough airing.

In 1979 when the new stadium in Tulip Street just opened up, I was refereeing one game on
a Sunday night and one of the players got upset with the other referee who kicked him out.
The player went outside to his car and came back with a tomahawk. He came running back
into the stadium and his endeavour was to kill or maim the referee. He only got past the
door when a young bloke from the crowd whacked him and stopped him dead in his tracks.
He stopped what could have been a nasty serious incident. The player with the tomahawk
regretted his actions afterward.

There was a team called the Harry Beitzel All Stars. Two of their guys were killed in an
accident in Hampton and the team donated two memorial trophies, Best Player and Best
Team, for the B grade men’s competition.

In one game the Harry Beitzel All Stars were a couple of players short and Don Chipp’s son
brought his dad along to fill in for a couple of weeks. There was this temporary Prime
Minister gracing the courts of the old stadium. He played three or four games and was quite
a good player. He had learned to play in America when he was a kid, a really good athlete.

In the seventies what stood out was the genuine willingness of the players to play the game
without knowing what they were doing. It was a fledging sport. The atmosphere was good
fun, everybody friendly, having a bit of fun. It rarely got heated.

Damien Larkins
I first started playing basketball around 1975/76 in an U/11 team.

Dad was coaching a team that was playing at Oakleigh. He took me to Albert Park
(basketball stadium) and I started training with Templestowe but was not good enough to get
a game. Dad heard a team was starting up at Sandringham and that’s where I met Terry
Walsh.

The Memorial Hall> Oh my god, what is this. I thought I could probably take a shot from
the centre. I was 12 or 13 because I was playing primary school (basketball) about 1976. I can
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remember the walls as being a bluey colour and they were right next to the edge of the court
so if you got bumped off the court you went straight into it. There were old school seats that

flip up, so if there was anyone sitting there you would end up in their lap.

I remember the first game on Saturday morning and Michael Burke was guarding me and
because I was so skinny and unco and had arms everywhere. And I remember Burkey, I was
guarding him and he had the ball and he just cracked up and he thought it was the funniest
thing he had ever seen. He had to throw the ball away and get out of there because he was
laughing so hard at my unco guarding technique.

I remember every Friday night we would meet at the Memorial Hall and go to Albert Park
stadium to play in the Victorian Junior Championship competition.

Terry Walsh coached, Basil took over the U/16 team and I can vividly remember him telling
me I would get into the U/16 state team, which was the funniest thing Id ever heard. He
was really dead set keen and I thought as long as I play on the left hand side of the court I
am probably in!

I remember some of the mums driving us to Albert Park. One mum, if she got out of second
gear it was a miracle. It was a scary thing. I used to want to get public transport if a certain
mum was driving. There would be a full team in the car.

Andrew Bray’s mum drove us down in a Volkswagen and we had seven people sitting in that.
Andrew was sitting behind the back seat, the little parcel shelf, that’s how small he was.

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I remember Michael Phillips, who smashed up his knee and then decided to referee. The
Presidents were Paul Larkins, Tom McNamara, Val Virgona, Tom Carrigg. I did grade
secretary work.

Toshiba Hawthorn played there and used to give everyone a 45 point start and they beat
every one by 45 points.

The original plans to go to Tulip Street evolved around a two-court facility. Basil Cervi was
the instigator, and worked with Paul White, the Mayor of the Sandringham Council at the
time.

It grew from a two court to a multi-facility sports complex for the community. Unfortunately
other sporting facilities got involved and then it grew into a Leisure Centre for a range of
activities. So it went from two courts to one. It took about twelve months to build.

Even before it was built we were looking at how to expand it. Our biggest nightmare was
operating at too many different venues on the same night because it totally skinned your

resources.

It was leased privately and we entered into an agreement with Lifestyle. Ron Clarke, the

original owner, was the most co-operative of them all.

I think we were one of the few lucky associations that progressed on the officiating front the
same time as did the players and coaches. We were in a situation where we were a virgin club.
The initial charter was that Sandringham was a junior club, and then the seniors came along.
I stuck with the referees.

When we started out we had a lot of opposition about becoming an association but it had to

be done to meet the guidelines set out by the Victorian Basketball Association. You had to
have senior teams.
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Dianne K & Christine Cox

We started playing basketball in our late teens when our Uncle Basil wanted to start a
basketball tournament at Sandringham (Waltham Street Hall).

Both Christine and myself had only played netball up till then so it was a real learning
experience with plenty of coaching from our Uncle Basil. We found players for a team
through friends and acquaintances and were able to have at least seven girls in our first
basketball team. They were Gail Brodie, Ray Daw, Linda Cervi, Louise White, Christine Cox
and myself.

We experienced many wins and losses and thoroughly enjoyed ourselves throughout this
time. We were able to partake in basketball tournaments and for the Italian Veneto Club.
From our small basketball court at Waltham Street we saw the sport grow into a major
concern with the development of a new stadium in Tulip Street in 1979, where we continued
to play. Our team was called the Demons and we wore orange tops with black shorts. Both
my sister and myself played basketball for at least another 15 years before leaving
Sandringham to play at local stadiums.

It was a wonderful period in our lives, keeping us fit and active, with lots of fun experiences.

Basil Cervi

I started the U/14 competition and got Mark Mitchell from Brighton YMCA and Graeme
Brown and Brian Shepard from the Australian Globetrotters involved. We had representative
teams from Mordialloc, Globetrotters and Collingwood play in our local competition.

I had my sons and the Careys refereeing. Chris Bennett, Terry Walsh and myself coached the
junior representative teams. Michael Phillips was a referee and treasurer. Ross Graham was
on the committee. Joseph Cervi designed and stenciled player’s singlets. Michael Beatrice
organised and made the electronic score board and Celeste Beatrice helped my wife make
pennants and other things.

Most of the older players coached. We used to give players clinics after the game. I used to
coach at Sacred Heart and Sandringham primary schools to get them going.

At one stage I was spending eighty hours a week on At one stage | was spending eighty
basketball. hours a week on basketball.

I used to open the Memorial Hall at 8.30am on Saturday mornings and close at 6.30pm. I

used to give Terry Walsh a can of coca cola for refereeing all day.

The finals at the Memorial Hall, it was always packed. My wife used to make all the
sandwiches, buy sausage rolls, give tea and coffee and organise the drink machine. The
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stadium was full, all the seats full, people standing in the foyer watching. That stadium had a
good atmosphere because it was only a small hall.

We used to go to the Ballarat Tournament and I remember the old Air Force barracks we
stayed at; no windows, sometimes no doors. We used to bring our own sleeping bags. Some
rooms had mattresses. It was shocking.

Once we used the Ipec depot to save money because we couldn’t afford to stay elsewhere.
Some slept on the depot’s landing dock. We went in two cars, mine and Chris Bennett’s. It

was very cold up there.

I think we enjoyed it more when we first started. It was more like a family. That was my
intention; to have a nice club where people would love to come and enjoy themselves. We

were very close.

The 1977 May Tournament was organised to get every one involved in basketball and 1

wanted to promote the game in the area.

I went around to all the firms I used to look after and tried to get them to sponsor the
tournament. I got basketball shoes, dressing gowns for men and women (from Giovanni
Mills), a welding gun and basketball bags and basketballs.

The prizes for the tournament added up to $1500. We had Hawthorn Toshiba, coached by
ex-Olympic coach Erik Erkens, play in the tournament. I asked Erik to have his team do a
demonstration game for us at half time for one of the games. They ended up playing in the
tournament. They gave every one a 50-point start and won the tournament. They beat Terry
Walsh’s team, the Rockers.

Social functions were mostly at the Memorial Hall. In those days we gave out trophies for
juniors on election nights. I started the married women’s competition when we went to the
Family Leisure centre in 1979. I remember Carmel Fletcher who took over my role in the

running of the married women’s competition

Players who passed away from the seventies era were Danny Lee, Robert Edwards and
Andrew Huckett (2000).

The significant events of the seventies were;

e The first May Annual Tournament in 1977

e The junior tournament held at Tulip Street. Terry Walsh entered a Fawkner High
School team in the tournament, which ran all week

I first started in 1977. Played for Demons at Waltham Street hall. Old, felt strange at first
because it was too small, but you got used to it. In one game I shot 77 points out of 105. The
team used to go to the pub before we played and most of the people I played with I still
associate with. I remember Gail Brodie, Jenny Tancheff, Linda Cervi, and Chris Eichner.

Terry Walsh

I went to a Sunday morning mass in 1972 and saw on the back of a newsletter that there was
basketball training at Highett High School and I went there. There were fifteen blokes there,
and Basil Cervi asked me to play Tuesday night senior basketball at Brighton YMCA.

Basil asked me to come down to the Memortial Hall to I first came down as a

help out on Saturday mornings. I first came down as a general helper and helped
general helper and helped when they were punching the when they were punching the
nails into the floor in 1974. nails into the floor in 1974.

I used to ref all day on a Saturday at the Memorial Hall and I remember giving a clinic at St
Katherine’s Primary School in Moorabbin. Players who played at Albert Park in the Victorian
Championships U/14B grade girls’ competition included Tracy and Christine Aitken,
Bridgette Stuart, Tess Ryan, Natalie McGaw and later on Donna Mitchell

I used to write the rep newsletters every week, and handed it out to the kids, in the late 70’s.
We had a raw prawn award. I took over that job after Chris Bennett stopped doing them.
The tournaments gave us lots of fun. The kids looked forward to the Ballarat Tournament.
We used to go out to the Air Force base and slept there. I had to look after them. Make sure
they didn’t get into any trouble. In those days not many parents came along. They were glad
to get rid of them. Basil Cervi and Paul Larkins used to come with us.

I played in the first senior representative team in 1976. We were in fourth division. Then we

kept playing throughout the seventies at places like Collingwood.

Later on in the year Basil Cervi suggested to me to come over to Sandringham and start a
basketball club. I did not give it too much thought because I was happy coaching the U/16A
boys’ rep team, which included Shaun Carey (Captain), who lived in Sandringham.

Over the next few months I became unhappy with the way the club was run and decided to
leave in eatly 1974. I coached the U/14AR boys to a winter premiership and left at the end

of the season in June.

When I left Southern Districts I had over four years experience coaching junior basketball,
which included two years coaching at championship level. So there was no reason to go to a
‘foreign’ land called Sandringham. Why go and start from scratch again and travel all that

distance?

Logically I would have been better off to go to one of the larger basketball organisations
where the facilities and opportunities were far greater. But for some reason, and I still don’t
know why, I decided to go to Sandringham and help Basil set up a basketball club.

In those early days, Basil, myself and with the occasional help of Brian Files, were the key
decision makers until the Sandringham Amateur Basketball Association was officially formed
on the 6™ October, 1975.

It was basically a ‘two-man dictatorship’ and we would spend many hours on the phone
discussing the various jobs that needed to be done. Because I lived in Fitzroy and Basil in
Hampton, we decided to work it this way. Basil would look after the local competition and I

would look after the coaching, training and newsletters.
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When I look back now, I am amazed at the amount of work Basil put into the setting up of
the basketball club. He was the ‘perpetual motion” man. Always on the go. He was the major
driving force and reason why basketball became established in Sandringham.

I remember traveling from Fitzroy (and later from Elwood) to Sandringham and spending a
lot of time at the old Memorial Hall in Waltham Street. At one stage I was there four times a
week, plus coaching the junior rep teams on Friday nights at the Albert Park stadium and
taking players home after the games.

Occasionally I would attend the Monday night domestic men’s competition. Wednesday
evenings I coached the Demons, a women’s domestic team. Spend some time helping out at
the Hall on Saturdays during the junior domestic competitions and on Sunday mornings
conducted junior training sessions. When I coached the first senior men’s rep team I would
be at the Hall on Sundays from 9.00am to 7.00pm.

The junior boys rep teams achieved great deal of success in those days considering
Sandringham was regarded as non-entity when it came to basketball. In 1975 we entered our
first junior teams into the Victorian Junior Championships competitions playing in the lower

grades.

We were competing against the larger associations, which had huge amounts of players to
select from. At Sandringham we had very few players to choose from. If you could stand
upright, move and breathe, then you had a good chance of playing rep ball!

The rep teams I coached were inexperienced, had average skills and height and no pure
shooters. Yet in three years we won the U/14B premiership in 1976, Semi Finalists Ballarat
Tournament, won the Castlemaine Tournament, made A grade Victorian championships and
stayed there for several seasons. In 1977, we reached the semi finals of the A grade Victorian
Junior Championships summer competition.

A great effort considering it was our sixth season of playing championship basketball.

Why the success? I think we started to take off when Paul Cervi finally got a transfer from
Southern Districts and joined the rep team. Paul had the talent and experience to lead the
team to success. So he was used as the ‘go to player.” He would quite often play guard,
forward, or centre when required. In that team, I never had a most valuable player award,
which Paul would have easily won. I wanted an award system where every player had an
equal chance of winning. The awards for the 1976 team were Best Defensive Player and
Most Improved Player.

Another reason for our success was due to the size of the Memorial Hall. It was tiny and

very easy to score points. Many players would rack up huge scores and not play defence
(some things never changel). So there was a concentrated effort to emphasize defence,
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especially to the rep players, and we built a reputation as a tough defensive team when
playing in the Victorian Championships.

The efforts of other players in those eatly rep teams also helped. Players such as Michael
Burke, Paul Lafontaine, Steven Wright, Greg Nixon and Colin Luxton.

I also developed ways of improving the skills of the players. We had a defensive tournament
for the U/14C team in 1975, free throw championships at the Hall, competition sprints with
the ball and without the ball. I created a standard badge system based on the Northroys’ one;
a Fifty Club that required players to complete fifty hours of personal training during the
season. A system card was used to record their drills and times and it was based on an

honour system.

Unlike today, little coaching material was available and I subscribed to magazines, Athletic
Journal (Canadian), Coaching Clinic (American) and The Basketball Bulletin (National
Association of Basketball Coaches), an American journal, to get ideas. I bought many books
and kept articles written by the best American college and professional coaches and adapted

many of their ideas to suit our team.

After about three years of travelling I decided to have a break and coach closer to home. I
coached the U/17B Australian Globetrotters in 1977, which included Michael Stepien and
Matthew Carey and in 1978 coached the U/15A Collingwood team. I also coached at Bulleen
for a short time.

However after each break I always came back to Sandringham. Something that has been

repeated over the last twenty-five years.

It has been found that due to the inexperience of learner referees some coaches and players
become agitated because of the decisions that are not made or wrongly called.
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The only way for the learner referees to gain experience is to referee a game.

Their job is twice as hard as the experienced referees, because they are under considerable
pressure because of their inexperience and the fact that they are referees. Games that are
considered important in the future will be handled by at least one experienced referee.

Ring - Rebounder - Kant Peek

A third basketball ring was purchased and attached to the wall, facing the right side of the
court, as you entered the hall.

A ‘Basketball Rebounder and Undersized Ring’ was also bought from America for US$11.95.
You could either practice rebounding or sharp shooting. It comprised of a small ring (just
enough space for a basketball to fit through) and five straps. Four straps secured the small
ring to the normal ring to develop accurate shooting. For practicing rebounding, a fifth strap
was added and clipped onto the smaller ring so the ball would bounce out.

Another aid purchased were ‘Kant Peeks’ which were made of a strip of foam and elastic
bands attached to each end. You attached the bands around your ears and the foam strip
would fit just under your eyes. They were designed to stop you looking down when you

dribbled the ball.

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Reflections

I remember seeing Terry Walsh as a mentor. We used to carry house bricks to training.
Walshy asked everyone to bring house bricks to training as part of our weight-training
program. We would jog laps with the bricks and do weights. Some bricks were comparatively
lighter than the others.

Barry Cannell had bricks made up of balsa wood and they looked like bricks. Everybody
tried to swap his bricks. Ben was pretty light-framed and we couldn’t work out why he was
outlasting every one else, but some one tried out his bricks and they were like Lego blocks.

Walshy coached from the start. He was strict, big on fitness - discipline. We used to watch
him play footy and could see where he was coming from. He was a hard worker and
demanded you don’t miss training and when you are at training you perform at a certain
level, and the intensity and commitment.

I remember going two hours at training and then sucking on a water bottle. Back then it was
an absolute privilege. If you weakened and went down to get a drink of water you would be
disciplined; do an extra lap. No water breaks for the rest of the session. It’s very different

now.

In the early 80’s I remember pitching a tent at Sale Tournament and we got washed out. We
had to bunk up with the University team at an old derelict hall with them. We came to play
but they came to drink. Eventually we were converted to their way. We went to the dark side
that weekend. Very little success on the court but lots of fun off the court.

In the 1989 A grade Warrnambool Tournament which was full of NBL players, Kent
Lockhart and Roland Brooks put on a show and we got to the finals. However Mike McKay
for Adelaide shot the lights out in one of those standout games.

The athleticism of Kent and Roland; they played above the rim. One player, Tommy Sawyer
threw an alley oop pass from half way. Brooks just jumped out of his skin and made this

play; standout athlete. He and Lockart worked beautifully in tandem.

In two seasons playing first division I rarely got on the court, but I had the best seat in town.

I came on court as a back up.
I saw Lockhart shoot 62 points one cold night at Ballarat. Alan Westover, Ballarat coach, at
the post match conference said, ‘tonight’s game was one of the best individual efforts,

shooting 63 points for a losing team.” They believed it was something of a VBA record.

In the 1988 Season we won 26 and drew 2 before losing a semi final.
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What stood out in those days was the unity of the players, under Chris Bennett’s U/18A
team. The guys were all Sandringham boys; Eadie, Adam, Strop, Lumpy, Harpers. We played
the St Kildas who recruited Wayne Larkins (future NBL player) from Swan Hill and
Melbourne had Dimmatina, Gaze, Purchase, Gordon. They were the Victorian state team.

I remember getting within 20 points of Melbourne, playing at our very best and they were
slightly off.

Those particular teams, the U/18s and U/20s, were a strong unit. They enjoyed shating the
ball and others getting their numbers. Wasn’t too many egos.

The U/18A team had Lumpy, Eadie, Danny Maher, David Harper, Adam Russell. I think we
just missed out on the finals; lost last five of six games. We made a huge statement and it
went a long way for the U/20s to make the finals. I think Terry Walsh was the coach.

I remember we played Melbourne in the U/20s and Roscoe mucked up the game times and
he was sitting on court one watching the women play. And we had started playing on court
nine. He arrived at half time. The margin was only a few points. We always chipped him
about how we travelled when he was not there. We got blown up in the second half while he
was coaching.

Robert Lunardon? Got a phone call about Robert Lunardon. Died in Jacko’s (Andrew
Jackson’s) arms. Jacko was coaching and subbed Robert out due to fatigue. Robert sat on the
bench and collapsed. Obviously Robert was going to be a good player, just 17. The club
missed him.

I also remember one of the mums driving the U/15 boys to a game. A scary driver, dtiving
down Beach Road, did a wrong turn into oncoming traffic and had to duck across the
plantation to get to the left hand side drive.

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The other thing was the coaches. The dedication of people like Chris Bennett, Terry Walsh
and to a lesser extent Michael Stepien. They spent so much time there. You look back at the
dedication.

The pep talks that Michael Stepien used to tell us before the game, I will never forget. In the
change room at Albert Park and he would be revving us up ‘we are going to kill them’ and
going to do this and that and we would listen and Johnny Harper would say ‘we are playing
basketball, not football’, and he would say ‘it doesn’t matter, same principle’. And we would
all end up with three or four fouls in the first few minutes.

In 1982 we were runners-up in the Eltham Tournament and it was blistering hot. Walshy
coached; we played the Victorian Country team. I remember the warm up. One of the guys
pulled the ring down and we moved everything to the second court and I don’t think we
recovered from that intimidation. Other players included Brad Andrew, Adam Russell,
Damien Larkins, Paul Eadie, Steven Lunardon, Andrew Stavropoulos.

Most embarrassing moment of my whole basketball career happened at the Sale Tournament
in the early 80’s. I played in the A reserve section. It was a strong match and I never got a
run until the game was completely lost. The last three minutes and I didn’t want to come on
and the whole crowd knew that I had not got a run and everyone was cheering for me and
they wouldn’t even guard me and I had a shot with 30 seconds to go and missed everything.

I finished rep basketball in 1985; cracked a vertebrae in my back.

Stroppa rolled his ankle. He went down and screamed that loud, ‘T've broken my ankle’ that

I remember Craig Leith refereed twelve games in a row at Beaumaris High School, domestic
junior competition. I went there around 5.00-6.00pm to see him and he was standing in the
middle of the court just rotating, he was that tired. He started refereeing about 8.30am and
finished around 5.00-6.00pm.

A lot of the referees found it boring
because there was a lot of old women moving around.

When Carmel Fletcher succumbed to cancer we had a memorial service for her on the court.
I was the President of our group. We didn’t play that day; all the teams turned up. We set up
a little shrine, appropriate music was played, chairs were on the court. I got Mark Mitchell

and Carmen, the Mayor of Sandringham (because she played for us for a while), to say a few
words. Carmel’s husband and her two boys were there. Carmel did a lot of work for the club.

I remember Ketiah, our six or seven year old, used to nag Terry Walsh for three months
solid wanting to play. One day he came up to me and he said, ‘I’'m sick of your daughter so
I’ve putin a U/9 side. Now get ten players and get them down to training in three weeks.
I’'ve had enough. Now they are your girls, you have to get out there and coach your daughter
and them.’

In 1989 I helped June Hamill as a caller for the statistician when the boys were in first
division. And I travelled everywhere with the women as their statistician.

I remember the senior Sabres team winning the 1988/89 VBA first division title against
Dandenong. They then went on to challenge for the winter season and won all three
challenge games.

In the 1989 winter season, the senior Sabres team became the first team in the history of the
Victorian Basketball Association to make the finals in its inaugural year. They made the semi
final and lost to Bulleen. We had the home court advantage but the coaches and players
decided they would rather play at the Albert Park stadium.

It was a roller coaster ride with imports Kent Lockhart and Roland Brooks, and young junior
players Michael Sawyer, Paul Cervi, Michael Burke, Andrew Stavropoulos and many others
were playing really great basketball. The core of the team were the local players.

During that time the feeling around the club, the morale and atmosphere, was very buoyant
though all levels of the club. A top winning team filtered down and a lot more juniors started
playing basketball. The place was packed out.

Basil Cervi and myself were coaching the younger boys. After Chris Bennett left the senior
group, I coached all the way through for years and years. It took the mens’ side thirteen years
to get to first division. There were many ups and downs. We won third division and got into
second division. About 1985/86 we were promoted to second division. The first year we
were pretty good but then we came up against teams like Bulleen and Melbourne. Players like
Andrew Gaze played which made it pretty hard for us to get up.

We recruited players like Bernie Maher, Mark Harveson, Stuart Lewin. And we had players
like the Stroppas, Cervis and Eadies. The majority of these players played during the

seventies.

Paul Mechan coached the seniors for a year or two. I went off and coached the Eltham

women’s side for a year.

Sunday morning trainings used to be good. Blokes would be on the drink on Saturday night
and someone like Ding would lob his guts out. Most Sunday mornings there used to be a
queue to the toilets.

We changed the logo and colours of the uniform. I said to Basil Cervi we have to get a new
logo, because the Zebra wasn’t working, it had no affiliation with basketball whatsoever. So 1
went through all the animals in NCAA coaching journals and I saw the name Sabres. I
thought Sandringham Sabres would do.

I remember Stroppa’s first training session. He was pushing the ball up against the
backboard and had to go to the end of the line. In this drill you had to jump off the ground,
catch the ball in the air and throw it back up against the backboard. Strop threw it straight
over the board. It was no use having a training session after that because everybody was
laughing their heads off.

I also remember Bridgette Stewart who threw this two pointer, a long bomb, to win the
U/14 gitls premiership.
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One of the mums used to drive the juniors to games and the kids were lucky to get there. She
had no idea how to drive. She couldn’t see.

In the early 80s I used to drive the Fawkner kids to training at In the early 80’s | used

Sandringam. I was a teacher at Fawkner High and got Nevio e he Fawkner

Marinelli, Craig Weir, Chook, Bruno ID’Agostino to play for kids to training at

our junior rep sides. That experiment cost me a million miles. Sandringam
Craig Weir’s mum told me once that ‘I am glad you are taking

him to basketball or else he would end up in jail.’

There were so few doing so much. They were a good group. They had the same goals and
desires to make it better. We were always inhibited by the lack of courts and base level.

Saturdays I still refereed most of the day. Always undermanned but we sort of got through.

e The progression of all the boys through to the U/20s

Ross Graham

We certainly had great times at tournaments. We used to go to Sale and were washed out one
year and slept in a school or Memorial Hall in the middle of nowhere, 5 basketball teams. We
used to camp at Strafford Avon.

One Swan Hill Tournament in the early 80s was unbelievable. It was 52 degrees.
In one game a guy charged into me and landed on me and split my eye open. My head hit the
floor, a pool of blood. Walshy turned me over and said, ‘get up ya sook’ and he nearly

fainted. In the end they got me off the court. Fran O’Connor butterfly-clipped my eye.

Later on I came on again and I was in the middle of the court, jumped to pass the ball and

landed on a guy’s foot and I broke my ankle; tore ligaments off the bone.
We used to go to tournaments to have fun, not to win. They used to have all those
mercenary teams. You’d never win them. The studs used to come away for the weekend, win

the prize money and then drink it.

I designed the Sabres logo (an upright sabre tooth tiger about to throw a basketball) and Paul
Meehan designed the next Sabres logo (a sabre tooth tiger with a striped background).
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In the 1988 winter season, the second division men went through the season undefeated and
got beaten in the semi final in over time by Blackburn. All our stars fouled out. Tom Sawyer

got a bad call on offense and lost possession and they beat us by 1 point.

It was pretty heartbreaking because we had our goal set at the start of the year to make

division one.

We ended up being given the opportunity to challenge for division one by the division one
committee; we went through an appeal. We played a round robin series. There were four
teams involved and one team was going to miss out. The three bottom teams in Division one

and us.

We had at that time Dana Parney and Shaun McShane, two Americans. We went through the
challenge series and beat all three teams. During the last game, 90 seconds to go and the
game didn’t mean anything because we were winning and already knew we were in division
one, Shane McShane popped his knee; tore his anterior cruciate. It was sad to have such a
devastating finish when this import player that helped you get there to division one smashed
his knee up and that was it.

The 1988/89, first division summer season, we had Kent Lockhart and Roland Brooks come
into the side at the end of that season. Shaun McShane went home after he did his knee and
Dana went home after Christmas.

I recruited Brooks on a feeling because he was an outstanding NBL athlete. He was in Perth

playing state league, dumped by Jay Brehmer, coach of Perth.

I was so impressed by him as an athlete. I had negative feedback but I spoke to him and he
was sensational person for us. He said when he got here ‘I am not going to drink or
misbehave and I am going to prove a lot of people wrong.” And he did. He only caused us
one bit of grief in the whole time he was here. He fouled out in one game and sat on the
court and wouldn’t shift in a VBL or division one game played at Tulip Street. We ended up
having to talk him to come off. It was for about 2 to 3 minutes.

He did the best slam dunk I have ever seen in my life. Tommy Sawyer attempted a 3 point
shot low on the 45 and it hit on the back of the ring and Roland was on the other wing ready
to alley oop it, but it bounced over the top of his head and he leaned back laterally and
dunked it. He was head and shoulders above the ring.

Kent Lockhart? I was at a championship meeting and a few video tapes came in. We went
over to Lindsay Gaze’s home to watch the videos. One tape had Lockhart, from the
University of Texas El Paso, playing in the conference playoffs in NCCA division one.

To give you an example of Kent’s commitment, he used to get up every morning and walk to
the Stadium, shoot around, work out, go home to eat, go back to the gym, shoot out, work

out, go home and eat and then go and play.

In the early 80s we started to negotiate with Sandringham Council to build more courts but
they didn’t want to know. Then we went to Moorabbin Council for a three or four court
facility in Moorabbin.

While we got into Tulip Street we were still using four high schools; Beaumaris, Hampton,
Highett, Parkdale. We had all the evidence to justify four additional facilities; we just had to
get people to build them.

In those days the boundaries between councils was like the wall of China. You did not
service the community from another environment. That was one of the biggest hang ups all
the way through. “‘Why should we build a facility when it’s used by 40% of rate payers outside
of our municipality?’

That went on and on and on for several years. We had two proposals going on at the same
time. We had 4 courts with Sandringham and 4 courts with Moorabbin. It was a stand off,
each waiting for the other to decide.

We had the Moorabbin Council wanting to build it at the swimming complex in Chesterfield
Road, then Sir William Fry Reserve, which was perfect but was rezoned for passive
recreation, which meant you couldn’t play indoor sports and therefore you couldn’t build a
building.

Then we started to look at land near the pool in East Boundary Road.
Then we started to come back to Sandringham and started to nurture them and in 1985 there
was a letter from the council from the town clerk confirming they would support our

application and lodge an application to the State Government for a grant as long as we would
get guarantees for the loan, for the balance of $180,000.
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Then we got a letter from the State government saying of the fourteen major projects you are
not one of them.

In 1981 the U/16A team played in the semi final at Collingwood. Players included John and
David Harper, Damien Larkins, Steve Petrecivic, Daniel Egan and myself. I also made the
U16 state team and we beat SA Metro in the final, double overtime, in Swan Hill.

I made the U/18 state squad’s in 1982 and 1983 - the U/20 state squad’s in 1984 and 1985 -
(awarded) a scholarship at AIS in 1985 - Rookie of the Year for NBL Nunawading team in
1986 and played with them until 1991.

Chris Bennett

The early eighties was a great era in the club’s history. In 1980 we had just completed one
year in the new stadium. During the time I was at the club, from 1980-84, we exploded onto
the basketball scene collecting 12 premierships in junior and senior ranks. In the B grade
championships competition the boys won three titles, the gitls one title. The men won their
first premiership in third division. In tournaments the boys won 6 titles, the gitls 1 title, the
men 1 title. Terry Walsh coached an incredible 9 premiership teams, Chris Bennett 2, Ross
Graham 2, and Paul Lafontaine 1 (Paul was part of our first rep team to win a Victorian
championship premiership, U/14B, in 1976).

Not bad for a small basketball association.

During that time I coached the U/17A, U/18A boys rep teams for several seasons, third
division men (one season), U/18A gitls rep team (one season) and the women’s team (one
season).

The U/18A gitls I coached were one of the top sides of the club; not in wins but in
determination. With only five players they put in exceptional performances consistently. I

inherited the team from Terry Walsh who had coached them from the beginning.

Sandringham Basketball 1980s

Around 1982/83 we were asked to play the Australian women’s team in a practice game on
court one at Albert Park. We were selected because we had height (one of the few times) in
Steve Lunardon and Andrew Stavropoulos. I think we beat them by 20 points.

We also entered the U/18A boys, U/20A boys and U/18A gitls’ rep teams into the senior A
grade domestic competitions at Sandringham. This helped our preparation for
championships.

I remember the Coburg Tournament in 1981. Our U/18A boys and U/14B gitls won
premierships.

In the boys’ section we faced the powerful Bulleen rep team who we had never beaten
before. They beat us in the early rounds. Then we played them in the grand final. We played
two overtimes and they eventually fouled out with only three players left on the court. One
of their players, David Graham, eventually played in the National Basketball League with
Coburg.

In 1984 I had another break away from Sandringham and coached the Kilsyth U/18A gitls
team. Then I stopped coaching and got a life! I made two comebacks coaching basketball.
One in 1987 when I coached my nephew’s team, Olinda Bush Rangers, in the U/8 Knox
domestic competition. And one in 1989, coaching the Sandringham U/14A boys’ side which
had David Patrick, now playing for the Canberra Cannons.

Fifteen years of coaching. Was it worth it? Yes.

It adopted the name Eagles
about one year later. The core of the starting teams came from Immaculate Heart of Mary

The first coaches were Heather McGrath and Terry Walsh. Original team members were;
Mark Molino, Bernard Wilkinson, Silvio Provenjac, Sam Lentini, David McCallum, Nigel

were ironed on.

The boys would meet at the milk bar near the school and would be ferried to Lifestyle. The
first ‘Pie Night’ was held at the Immaculate Heart Hall in 1982.

Terry Walsh trained the first team at Hampton High and kept a watchful eye over the
growing club. The Fagles were the first team to have a cheer squad and introduced banners
to the finals at Lifestyle.

The Club won its first premiership in 1983. Three of the original team soon took on
coaching roles, which enabled the Eagles to continue. Stuart Lewin introduced the weekly

newsletter, which ran for some months.

Terry Walsh, school teacher at Fawkner High, received permission to use the school bus to
take the teams to Shepparton. 18 players were packed in with the gear, with Basil Cervi
driving the bus and Terry driving his car.

As the bus left the school, Basil discovered the clutch was slipping and was told that ‘we
should be okay as it has been like that for two months.’

On the way home the bus breaks down just past Nagambie.
Everybody got out and walked to a nearby wheat farm for help. They noticed a few possums

on the roof of the farmhouse. They arranged to be picked up, lock the bus and eventually
arrived home 9.30pm that night.

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Reflections

Wayne Sheahan

I started about 20 years ago, coaching Cheltenham Panthers at the King Club.

Early 90s I coached U/10, U/12 teams for five or six years. Won a tournament at Melbourne
Tigers and a premiership on Friday night. The finals were always close. I used to give the
kids even court time.

I took over the administration of the boys after Terry Walsh left. Michael Burke did the girls’
sides. I thought he did a fantastic job; very committed and wanted to develop kids and give
them the opportunity to play high standard basketball.

I was on the Victorian junior basketball boys’ executive committee and championship
committee and senior men and women committee. The reason I got on the committees was
because I felt we weren’t getting enough information passed down, so I had to go on the
committee and learn how it all operated and then try to put it all into place. I was also a boys’
co-ordinator.

I went to a coaching clinic and met Ken Flannigan and asked Ken to help our junior coaches
become better coaches.

Ken took over from Terry Walsh coaching the senior rep team. The team was on the bottom
and about to be relegated from division one. They cut all the local players.

There were four games to go and I asked the manager of Magic for approval to approach
Andrew Parkinson to play with us and we paid him to play with us.

The next year I spoke to the manager of Magic to approach Andrew Howie to play for us. I
went to Brian Gootjian and he said we could have Shane Bright, Andre Lemanjis and Lucas

Angram.

I used to do the promotion of the
I used to do the promotion of the games on games on Wednesday night and we
Wednesday night and we had the whole thing had the whole thing packed and
packed and people hanging off the rafters, people hanging off the rafters,
standing around the court to watch the game. It standing around the court to watch
sort of fell away a bit. the game.

The Magic? I don’t know if it was right but it was for financial reasons, that we could get the
Magic players cheap. Made a deal with us that their blokes could play for us, as a training run
for the Magic, and they would bring in our junior players sometime to give them the
experience to play with them.
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It was beneficial because it got a lot of PR. You had the Magic training there; the younger
kids coming to see the higher standard players they had seen on television. They could talk to
them and get their autographs.

The change of name from Sandringham to Southern? I wasn’t involved with that. I think it
should have stayed Sandringham because once you start something it has history and it has
character to it.

What I would like to see is to get two imports and play the rest of the juniors from
Sandringham. Make things happen in the local area and build it up as a family club.

If we develop our coaches, the players in the area, we will get more teams playing in the
Victorian Championships. But they are not holding the players because there has been too
much turmoil in the club, which has split it down the centre.

Chris Hall

I joined in 1989 and started coaching Mentone then Sandy Saints. Terry Walsh got me to
coach the U/14B boys’ team. Roger Mortis had the U/14A team at that time. The following
year I took the AR team and we won the premiership in 1993.

I also coached U/16,U/18, U/20 teams and was assistant coach to Tony Bonniello, coach
of the VBL side. In 1997 we were in the VBL competition for the first time and just missed
the finals. In 1998 we made the finals.

I was also treasurer until 1999. When I went in the I was also treasurer until 1999. When |
turnover was $100,000 and when I left it was went in the turnover was $100,000 and
$900,000. That’s when it lost that family spirit and when | left it was $900,000.

it became a business.

Change of name (to the Southern Basketball Association)? It was voted on at a meeting. The
clubs in it were not Sandringham clubs, they were teams from Moorabbin, Mentone,
Mordialloc, and it was done to give us a more Southern profile. Virtually voted on
unanimously. It was a good idea.

I remember in the late 90s I was coaching a second division men team and our home games
wete at Thomastown on Wednesday and we had U/18 players in the team. I had to take
them out myself in the station wagon. It was a trip but it was fun. They were playing against
full grown guys. Cam had his jaw broken in two places. Cam was playing man to man and
the guy decided to wave his elbows and whack, whack, bang, and the guy got I think twelve
weeks.
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One of the significant events was the four court stadium, but in getting that we lost that
family spirit; that family feeling of a family club. However the benefit of four courts over the
years gave an opportunity to thousands of kids to play basketball. They never had the
opportunity to play and over time the numbers that will be able to benefit is massive, and

that is the biggest plus of having the four courts. That was our greatest achievement.

Shane Tobin

I started coaching Mordialloc Flyers at Sandy in 1992 and Wayne Sheehan rang me to coach

a rep side.

The quality of the kids we had were better in the eatlier days. Chris Hall was coaching and
Gavin Southern had a good group of kids and the system was already in place. Then we had
a lot of politics; lot of change in six years. I had six different people co-ordinating our
programs; Wayne Sheehan, Spencer Phelam, Colin Donovan, Roger Morris, Mike Craw,
Danny Adamson. There was a turn over in coaches, no continuity.

Experience of the coaches fell away around 1998. It seemed it wasn’t quite jelling. You
would get kids in the Sabres program but they wouldn’t actually go and play for the senior
men. The people who were managing the stadium weren’t Sabres people; they were involved
with Magic and then Titans. All the kids were leaving Sandringham - going to Dandenong or
Frankston. There wasn’t a flow on from juniors to senior ranks.

We had some great people there. Heaps of talent but Rl great people

In 1990 the senior men first division team lost the semi final by a point to Ballarat. Roland
Brooks went back to Perth and we got Doug Studer. Terry Walsh was coaching,.

Most memorable game was against Ballarat. We had only five players, which included Terry
Walsh, and they had their full CBA roster. We lost by 10 points. Kent Lockhart had 62
points. Both teams were calling timeouts because Kent was running so hard. He was
unbelievable; impeccable athlete. Atmosphere. Full stadium, 1500 people.

In 1996 I was the junior girls’ coaching director and in 1997 I coached the U/18 gitls
division one team.

In 1999, one hundred people turned up to our Save Our Stadium rally. If there was no
concentrated effort to save the stadium we may have had units where the stadium stands

now.

In the late 90s it was decided not to use South East Melbourne Magic players anymore. They
had used our stadium since 1993 and the plan back then was to put bums on the seats. It
never did. Because people wanted to see Sandringham players, not Magic players. We got
involved with Magic because the rule was you couldn’t play Premier Division on Wednesday
nights unless you were affiliated with a National Basketball League club or you had to be
playing in the Continental Basketball League.

It lasted until 1997/98. People were unhappy. Enough was enough. It was time to go back to
Sandringham and we went back to the Melbourne Metropolitan Basketball League

competition.

Sport is becoming more of a business. In 1993 the turnover in money was $200,000, now it’s

over $800,000. It’s sad because every one wants money.

In the 80s it was more of a family atmosphere. I think we were a better club when we had

one court; it was a closer unit. However we had to get four courts.

The Magic team? At the time the club was going through a significant transition in regards to
administration and building the four court stadium. They had priorities to ensure their
domestic programs were filling up those courts, to ensure repayment of the loan that was
taken out for the building of the facilities.

So their focus was to manage the business properly. Now to keep working on the same path
of the rep programs, juniors and seniors, would have taken a significant workload on the
volunteers at the time and I don’t know whether the numbers of the volunteers at the time
were available. So the opportunity arose for an elite program of the senior men to come in
and represent the region without a great deal of work from Sandringham.

The Sandringham rep division one team was depleted at that period of time and the
opportunity came along, with Colin Donovan managing the stadium and his involvement
with the Magic. They said we have a ready-made team and we could put two or three of our
kids into the team. There’s no work, no cost involved. Let’s focus on our core business,
which is the right thing to do.

I think they focused on running their domestic comp, maintaining the debt on the facilities
and concentrating on the junior reps and letting the senior reps run themselves. I think it was
initially going to be for a two-year period.

Complacency got there because it just happened to run okay. So they just let it go amidst the
criticism of not having sufficient opportunity for the juniors to develop into the senior
program.

Back in the early 90s when they went through that the decision at the time was right, for all
the right reasons but people misunderstood the concept. I guess I was critical for not letting

the locals have the opportunity but you can be critical without knowing the full story.

I was also dead against changing the name to Southern

Basketball Association because it lost its identity. Southern We need to get back the
Basketball Association can be anywhere in the world.

Team SBA In USA
A squad of 11 players and 4 support (‘the adults’) left Australia on the 5" December 1997.

First stop was Los Angeles, California, then on to a connecting flight to Tucson Arizona.

Very much jet lagged after 30 hours of flying since leaving Australia, we arrived in Tucson
and were staggered to be welcomed by 30 Americans cheering and waving Australian flags.

In every aspect our hosts and everyone at Salpointe High and San Rafael High were

extremely good to our team.

Our next venue was San Francisco, California. Again we stayed with hosts and they also

looked after us all very well.

In basketball terms, we reached the semi final of the Drake High School Invitational

Tournament after an absolutely great team effort from a young squad.

The sightseeing was excellent. We visited many attractions such as the Golden Bridge,
Alcatraz (an old prison in the middle of the bay) and an NBA game. The game was between
Golden State and Dallas and while the score wasn’t that close, it was full on atmosphere with
a big crowd, music, yelling, screaming and fireworks. Also it was well worth the look at the
individual skills of the players and just how big they really are. Guy’s 6’7" can handle the ball
like a point guard and just as well because most of the time it was one on one basketball.
After the game we met Chris Anstey (Dallas) and a few of the cheer leaders!

From there we went to Los Angeles, California, where we stayed in a motel. Our scheduled

basketball games had finished and we now planned to use our time spending the rest of our
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money shopping and visiting Disneyland and McDonalds (which was two doors up the
road).

I think everyone was anticipating a good time at Disneyland and no one was disappointed.
It’s a very big place and it had the best rides I have ever been on. The following day we went
to Warner Bros. Studios which was just as good as Disneyland, but without as many people.

In all, the trip was excellent and well worthwhile. The game is slightly different over there
with time zones, intensity and reffing styles (they don’t call soft fouls). Although we may
have been a little on the young side, I think everyone held up the Aussie tradition and ‘gave it
our best shot’ against the home teams. Our individual skills and team effort were as equal to

any we encountered.

A special thanks to Coaches Mike Craw, Mike Smith, Colin Donovan and also to Mark
Mitchell and John Anderson who put in a lot of work into the initial setting up and on the
road organising of the tour. An of course, thank you to our parents and to the SBA.

I recommend to all basketballers to go and visit America, it was the best experience I have
ever had. Further, the SBA should continue their support of the USA tours.
